Sadly two members of each team have passed away in recent years, all prematurely: former
VCA assistant secretary Ian McLeod (1945 – 1999), Essendon premiership footballer Neil
Clarke (pictured) (1957 – 2003), Victorian paceman Colin Corstorphin (1954 – 1998) and
Victorian U16 Coach Doug Rumble (1955 – 1986). Melbourne Uni and Fitzroy Doncaster,
the two clubs Doug played for, play for the Doug Rumble Cup whenever they meet.
