
After his 23 seasons at Carlton, Scholes went on to
captain/coach Fitzroy Doncaster, leading it to a
premiership. He returned to Carlton in 2002, gaining
great enjoyment from coaching local children.
A dashing batsman at first-class level, he often was
dismissed looking to force the pace. He had scant regard
for averages and was far more interested in the state of
the game and the opportunities for victory. That probably
cost him many more appearances. He was captain in 12
of his 62 games for Victoria, but was 12th man a record
21 times to boot. Between 1969 and 1982 he scored 3201
runs at better than 30 and was an inspiring leader.

Always keen to help others, he took on the role of a
Victorian selector and coach for several seasons
when he finally pulled stumps as a player.
He deserved the less strenuous period, having played
almost 400 Premier First XI matches and scoring 26
centuries and 60 half-centuries. When not running
up and down the pitch, he was a veritable chatter box
in the slips, where he also excelled as a fieldsman.
